Dear Students, Alumni, and Emerging Professionals,
I have had several students ask questions about the new sequence course Public Space: In the Field.
This is a new class that fulfills the requirements of UCLA Extension’s advanced design classes. It also is for planners, architects, engineers, and other public employees who have not had community consensus building as part of their curriculum.
The class meets twice a week in our new downtown facility, Figueroa Courtyard.  One class will be classroom driven and the Saturdays will be focused on becoming intimately familiar with Los Angeles. The intent of calling it a sequence is for each quarter to build on the previous. 
This first quarter the class will be involved in intensive research within the City of Los Angeles, within a specific council district, on specific parcels of land. In other words, the City is your client. The two following quarters will build upon the work and the relationships built from the first class. Are you required to take the other two classes? No, each quarter class can be a stand-alone class or continue to fulfill the sequencing intent.
Should you take this class? 
         If you want to work in the public realm and learn how to prepare proposals, work within a political framework, and use Los Angeles and the left over areas as possibilities, yes.  This class will introduce you to the political skills needed, the research skills and avenues necessary to take an empty lot or a community desire to a concept, as well as let you organize with diverse communities to change LA one neighborhood at a time.
         If you are preparing for Thesis and haven’t chosen a site, this is a class that will provide you the opportunity to see sites that have potential, and communities that have potential and need.
 Come join us and explore LA in a way that will introduce you to future employers and to the fascinating reality of the city, community, and politics of Los Angeles.
