L.A. Public Space Field Sequence, Part 1: In the Field 
X 493.3A   Architecture   7 units   
This intensive three-course sequence uses the city of Los Angeles as an urban workshop for visualizing and actualizing a 5% increase in L.A.'s usable open space. After examining a number of site-specific issues and opportunities, ranging from parks, public plazas, and streets to derelict and fringe properties (including brownfields), students are divided into teams. Under the guidance of experienced mentors, each team is charged with developing real-world solutions, such as doable community planning and design concepts for place-based projects. A key goal is for participants to gain the sensibilities and skills needed to become leaders for vision-based change at the neighborhood, city, and regional levels. Prerequisite: Open to third- and fourth-year Landscape Architecture certificate students as well as practicing professionals, including landscape architects, project managers, public agency park and city planners, urban planners, architects, and engineers.
